Day 1 Monday, August 8:  Depart for Rome


Today, depart from Minneapolis for flight to Rome. Begin your pilgrimage to World Youth Day with a retreat in the beautiful Umbrian hills of Assisi.  Pilgrims will    chance to pray together and get to know fellow pilgrims from the Diocese of Duluth.  


Day 2 Tuesday, August 9:  Arrive in Rome/Travel to Assisi


Arrive in Rome, travel by bus or train to Assisi, the medieval hillside hamlet of St. Francis and St. Claire, watch the sunset from the castle.


Day 3 Wednesday, August 10: Explore Assisi


Explore the Basilica of St. Francis; pray in the shrine, inspired by Giotto’s frescoes of the life of St. Francis.  Visit the Basilica of St. Clare, which enshrines her remains and the miraculous Crucifix.  Visit the Basilica of St. Mary of the Angles with its famous Porziuncola and Capella Del Transito.


Day 4 Thursday, August 11: Train or bus to Rome


Bid farewell to Assisi and “saluti” to the Eternal City! Tour the Gothic church of Santa Maria Sopra Minerva-pray at the tomb of St. Catherine of Sienna.   View the awe-inspiring interior of Rome’s most ancient temple, the Pantheon.  The Gesu and the Sant’Ignazio di Loyala form the center of the Jesuit area; both are built in honor of St. Ignatius of Loyola; take a moment to stop and pray in the Chapel honoring St. Francis of Xavier.  


Day 5 Friday, August 12: St. Peter’s Basilica & Vatican Museums


The center of our Catholic faith is St. Peter’s Basilica.  This is a vast basilica containing 11 chapels and 45 altars.  St. Peter’s draws pilgrims from all over the world to stand in awe of Bernini’s Baldachino, Michelangelo’s Dome and his famous marble sculpture of the Pieta.  We will continue our afternoon viewing the vast art collection of the Vatican museum and the Sistine Chapel. 


Day 6 Saturday, August 13: Early Christianity in Rome


Our day will begin with Mass at the Basilica of Santa Croce in Gerusalemme where relics of the Cross and nails were brought to Rome by St. Helena.  The morning will continue with a tour of St. John Lateran, the basilica of the bishop of Rome (aka-the Pope’s church!).  We will also have an opportunity to pray before the Holy Stairs.  Following lunch we will 


have time to visit, St. Mary Majore- where Mass has been celebrated everyday since the first century.  We will stop at St. Peter in Chains see Michaelangelo’s masterpiece of Moses and the chains that bound St. Peter in prison.   Our afternoon will conclude with a visit at Santa Maria dell Vittoria, home of Bernini’s statue “Ecstasy of St. Teresa.”


Day 7 Sunday, August 14: St. Paul’s and Ancient Rome


Celebrate Mass at St. Paul’s Basilica and pray over his tomb. View the amazing icons and beautiful grounds of this basilica.  In the afternoon we 








will tour the Colosseum and the Roman Forum; the center of political, commercial, and judicial life of ancient Rome.  


Day 8 Monday, August 15: Flight to Madrid


Ciao Roma!  Hola to Madrid! Settle in for flight to Madrid.Pilgrims will have an opportunity to settle into rooms and have evening free to prepare for all the festivities of World Youth Day.


Day 9 Tuesday, August 16: Opening World Youth Day Ceremonies


Today we will attend the opening ceremonies of WYD!  Sing and pray with fellow pilgrims from around the world, as we join in this incredible celebration of faith.  





Day 10 Wednesday, August 17: Morning Catechesis, WYD events


In the morning pilgrims will attend catechetical sessions and Mass with our Bishops.   Participate in the ongoing WYD activities, today, and enjoy the many opportunities to meet fellow pilgrims.  In the evening enjoy a fun and faith filled festival charged with all the enthusiasm of youth from around the world. 


Day 11 Thursday, August 18: Morning Catechesis, Welcome Ceremony for the Holy Father


Attend the morning catechetical sessions and Mass with one of the bishops of our Church.  Join thousands of pilgrims in welcoming the Holy Father to Madrid at the Plaza de la Cibeles.


Day 12 Friday, August 19: Morning Catechesis, WYD events, Stations of the Cross


In the morning we will attend Mass and participate in our last catechesis session of WYD.  In the afternoon we will participate in the ongoing activities of WYD.  In the evening we will pray the Stations of the Cross.


Day 13 Saturday, August 20: Morning Pilgrimage, Evening Vigil with Holy Father


Today you will pack your bags and make your way to the “Aerodromo de Cuatro Vientos” (Aerodrome of the Four Winds) for the evening vigil with the Holy Father.  This will undoubtedly be the largest sleep out you will ever be part of in your life!  Join hundreds of thousands as we pray, worship, and celebrate our Catholic faith in the presence of our Holy Father.
